The Day Pass is from 7am to 7pm. To maximize your experience with the Day 
Pass, make sure to arrive early. You will be given a band for access to partake 
in the activities that are being offered with the Day Pass. This will surely give 

you plenty to do before the sun sets!

Every cruise ship docks right in the Prince George Wharf Cruise Terminal that is 
in downtown Nassau. It is within easy walking distance of major shopping and 
tourist areas. Upon departing the ship, you will pass through the Festival Place 
Welcome Center as you make your way to town. This building provides services 
and information for travelers. If you are taking an excursion that begins by bus 
or van, there will be a vehicle to pick you up to the left of the water fountain 
after you exit the Welcome Center.

There are many taxis and minivans all throughout Nassau. They can be identified 
by their yellow license plates and the word "Taxi" written in black. They can also 
be found lined up at the cruise port and are on hand at the entrance of the 
Melia. You are charged for the ride, not by how many passengers. The resort is a 
convenient short drive from the cruise pier and the fare is about $15. Round trip 
pricing can be negotiated with a driver. Although the cruise port is nearby, we 
always suggest that you depart the resort 60 to 90 minutes prior to your ship’s 
scheduled departure time. 

Jitney buses are plentiful in Nassau and used as a common form of 
public transportation. They run at 30-minute intervals from early 

morning to 7pm. To go to the Melia, you will need to be at the bus stop 
in front of the McDonalds downtown when it arrives, and board 
the number 10 or 12. Both buses will take you there. Drivers are 

accustomed to first time visitors taking the bus along the Cable Beach 
area, so points of interest and popular destinations are usually 

mentioned along the way. Fares vary. they are generally about $1.25 per 
person each way. Pay the driver when you are exiting the bus with the 

exact amount, otherwise you will have to overpay.

Safety Tips
The Bahamas is a predominantly cash economy, so if necessary make sure to 
stop at ATMs before venturing on excursions. However, please store cash in a 
safe place. It is wise to keep an eye on valuable items and to remain aware of 
your surroundings at all times. 

Gratuity in the Bahamas is 15% and is usually added to the check. VAT or Value 
Added Tax is charged on all goods and services in the Bahamas at 7%.

The Melia Resort has free wifi 
that works extremely well 

and can be accessed from the 
beach or anywhere on the 

grounds of the hotel.

ATMs are available inside the 
resort. If you need 

assistance, ask the front 
desk for directions to the 

nearest one.

While in the check-in line at the Melia Resort, be sure to mention that 
you booked through BookaTourCaribbean for an easy reservation 

process. 

When boarding a jitney bus, be sure to tell the driver where you want 
to go before loading the bus. Usually, routes are painted on the front 

of buses. If you see “Cable Beach” and “Downtown” painted, these are 
the busses for you. There is no official bus schedule for local 

jitneys. If you want to get off the bus before you reach your 
destination, yell “Bus Stop” and the driver will off-load at the nearest 

stop. 

Straw market items such as hats, bags, and accessories are hand twined 
by merchants. They are not always willing to bargain prices due to the 

fact that it is their livelihood.
